At the last business meeting concern was voiced regarding the potential impact of our by laws on membership.  

Specifically, it was felt that a few provisions of the by laws may unintentionally limit a memberôs voice in the 

governance of the club.  The officers subsequently received written requests to modify the by laws as required 

in the by laws.  The officers reviewed and support the requests.  A discussion and vote on the changes to the 

by laws will take place at the July 19
th
 meeting.  A copy of the proposed changes is included with the 

newsletter and the changes are summarized below:    

 

ü The first proposal eliminates the requirement that a member attend fifty percent of the prior yearôs 

meetings to vote on club matters.  This provision, while well intentioned, proved difficult to administer 

and maybe even undesirable.  For example, itôs possible this proposal could render no one eligible to vote 

at some point in the future.  The new proposal would allow all dues paying members the right to vote 

without regard to meeting attendance.   

 

ü The second proposal defines membership as a family and permit one vote per family, with the provision 

that additional family members may join and vote.  The proposal discontinues the practice of allowing two 

votes per membership in the case of active spouses.  To be sure, families are the foundation of our club 

and the participation and contributions of each and every family member in our club is valued.  However, 

the current arrangement is unique and could limit the voice of some club members.  I believe itôs in the 

long term best interest of the club to adopt a ñone vote per paid membershipò arrangement.
