I saw a few interesting articles recently about muscle cars in general and the new Camaro specifically.  An 

article in the Charlotte Observer indicated the 5
th
 generation Camaro SS might get a 550 plus horsepower 

supercharged V-8 not unlike the Corvette ZR1 or Cadillac CTS-V.  The article said the new Camaro will 

debute in 2009 as a 2010 model.   

 

Another article on bankrate.com quoted GM Vice Chairman Robert Lutz recently warning that high 

horsepower cars may go away due to new federal mandates on fleet fuel economy that will require an average 

of 35 mpg.  Lutz was quoted as saying the 2009 Camaro, which will hit showrooms around January, may only 

have a lifespan of three to four years.  He said V-8 powered cars are likely to be supplanted by V-6 models or 

four-cylinder models with a boost from a hybrid electric power plant.  [Note ï I also read recently that BMW 

is experimenting with a hybrid electric arrangement for its F-1 car.  New FIA rules apparently encourage 

experimentation with hybrid electric technology.]  The article went on to point out that some skeptics might 

view Lutzôs remarks as nothing more than a sales ploy to move slow-selling vehicles before 2009 models 

arrive.  However, it does appear that high gas prices and increased fuel mileage expectations are not going 

away anytime soon.
